I thought I'd answer a few of the questions most often asked about Centennial below. For more information about these issues
or to ask a question yourself, we invite you to visit our Web site at www.centennialca.com.

1) What kinds of jobs do you expect
will be available at Centennial?

Answer: Just like any town, employment
opportunities at Centennial are expected
to range from teenage summer jobs to
high-paying positions such as senior
executives, doctors, attorneys and
accountants. In all, more than 30,000
jobs are expected at Centennial upon full
build-out.

The jobs will be distributed throughout the
community in the form of retail shops,
medical and professional offices,
restaurants and entertainment venues,
schools and other job-creating activities.

The master plan also includes a business
district with a total potential of 12 million
square feet of research and development,
light manufacturing and other

business clusters.
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2) How will Centennial impact
Interstate 5 and State Route 138?

Answer: We have extensively studied
Centennial’s transportation impacts as
part of our environmental review.

The good news is that impacts will
be negligible due to the design and
phased timing of the community.

Centennial’s smart growth design means
that two out of three daily trips are
estimated to occur within the community.
These are trips to schools, parks,
shopping, the library and other resident
services. Centennial’s design will also
allow residents to leave cars at home for
short trips because they can easily walk
or bike to village centers, schools and
shopping via the extensive path system.
Centennial will also feature an internal
transit system.

At the same time, several
transportation mitigation measures

are planned, including lane widening
and intersection improvements along
SR-138. As a result of this and
improvements already underway along
I-5, there will be little noticeable
difference on I-5 or SR-138. During the
first phase of construction—16 vehicles
a minute will be added to I-5 and about
one vehicle per minute to SR-138.

3) What is the timeline for completion
of Centennial?

Answer: We are concluding a nearly
five-year environmental review of
Centennial. This will be followed in
2009 by a public review of the Draft
Environmental Impact Report and public
hearings by the Los Angeles County
Regional Planning Commission and
Board of Supervisors. We anticipate
County Board approval by the end of next
year, or early 2010.

Once approved, we begin construction
and are anticipating full build-out
by 2030.
